All terms and conditions of the Con-
tract are for the benefit of both the Owner and the Provincial Rental Housing Corpora-
tion. The Contractor acknowledges that the Owner, the Provincial Rental Housing Cor-
poration or both may enforce the terms and conditions of the Contract against the Con-
tractor, including any rights and remedies of the Owner. The Contractor further
acknowledges that any claim it may have in connection with this Contract shall be made
exclusively against the Owner, and not the Provincial Rental Housing Corporation.
